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General Grant Information

Award Eligibility

LEAs, regional schools, and charter schools are eligible to apply for funding for Panic Alarm Systems in Schools.  Awards will be matched on the basis of one dollar ($1.00) in state funds for every ($1.00 in local funds).  Panic Alarm Systems shall be defined as systems that send a signal to the nearest local law enforcement agency via a button that will elicit an immediate response from the local law enforcement agency. The primary required device will be a single button with a single initiation, hard-wired at a fixed location located in the administration area of the building. Additional wired or wireless devices can be provided at the LEA’s option, but are not required. All components necessary for system operation shall be provided with a back-up power source.  It shall be the LEA’s responsibility to coordinate a communication protocol with a local law enforcement agency.  The design shall be submitted to School Planning for verification of compliance  Local funds must supplement and not supplant, state, local, and federal funds for Panic Alarm Systems.
LEAs, regional schools, and charter schools may use these funds to employ Panic Alarm Systems in Schools.
Priorities

Section 8.37 of NC General Assembly Session Law 2013-360 requires the State Board of Education to include need-based considerations in the criteria for awarding these grants.  In funding the grants, the State Board of Education will gauge the need for funds based on school crime rates, numbers of disadvantaged children, and county population.
Specifically, these factors are:
-Ranking based on Small County Supplemental Funding

-Ranking based on Disadvantaged Student Supplemental Funding

-Ranking based on rates of School Crime and Violence

These three factors will be given equal weight.
Award Amounts
The General Assembly allocated a total of $2,000,000 to fund the Panic Alarm Systems.  Additional provisions related to the grant distributions include:
· All LEAs, charter schools, and regional schools may apply for 1/2 the cost of installation of the Panic Alarm System.
· Grant applications will be considered on a per school basis with a maximum grant of $2,000.

LEA’s, Charter Schools, and Regional Schools are to submit applications to meet (2) deadline periods.  The last deadline will be December 1, 2014.  If another deadline is to occur, it will be announced later.  Applications must be received by the department of Public Instruction on or before 5:00 PM on the deadline date.
